KMWG Status Report

Collaborative Research and Development Agreement (CRDA): We are having ongoing discussions with Dr. Bob Wisher, Director, Advanced Distributed Learning Office in the Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness.
Dr. Wisher has asked the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability office under the Joint Forces Command to pull together the CRDA and we are waiting for the completion of their review. We expect this to happen later this week and we will follow with a meeting to finalize the agreement between ADL and IBM.

Charter and Bylaws: We submitted the documents to the GSA Federal Advisory Committee Act (FACA) Office. Upon reviewing the documents, the FACA office director advised us that the KMWG does not fall under the purview of that office.

Election of office holders: Nominations will be taken from the KMWG membership this week and a virtual election will be held next week. We will elect two group co-chairs, both government, and two community of practice (COP) co-chair for each COP (we currently have six) – one government and one nongovernment.
Annual business meeting: It will be held on April 4, 1:00 p.m. at the Ronald Reagan Building, in conjunction with the e-Gov KM 2007 Conference. I’m working on the agenda and will invite the BPC co-chairs a chance to make remarks to the group. There will be a presentation about capturing mission-critical tacit knowledge before employees retire; a facilitated discussion; the results of the election and introduction of the new leadership team; and time for networking. We expect about 50 members to attend, but the meeting will be open to the public. The subject of the main talk is interesting to the conference attendants.
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
