 Review of Draft Charter and Strategy for SOCoP

John Moeller reviewed the Draft Charter, which is proposed for presentation to the Best Practices Committee and the guidelines for the charter.  See PowerPoint slides.  No specific changes were identified during the meeting.

Gary Berg-Cross reviewed the Draft Strategy.  See PowerPoint slides.  The Strategy will also be presented to the Best Practices Committee, but since it will be a document which is updated on an ongoing basis, does not need to be further refined for the October 16 presentation.  During discussion SOCoP Members provided several suggested changes.  These included:

· Add the Geospatial LoB

· Include work items for agreeing on a Definition for Spatial Ontologies and for identifying metrics for use in evaluating Spatial Ontologies 

· Include a work item for determining how to align ontologies

· Include presentations from other work groups, committees etc as agenda items for the SOCoP.  

Action:  SOCoP members were asked to review the Draft Strategy and send comments to Todd Pehle.  There is no specific due date but any comments received will be included for discussion at the next SOCoP meeting.   

Best Practices Committee and CIO Council Rules

Brand Niemann reviewed the general procedures and guidelines of the Best Practices Committee.  The Committee adheres to five Principals:

· Clarity

· Accountability

· Transparency

· Open collaboration and open standards

· Regular reporting – for the SOCoP this will include a short report for each Best Practices Committee Meeting.

In addition the CIO Council emphasizes:

All meetings and other activities are to be conducted in a professional manner.

Vendor specific or special marketing must be avoided.  The CIO Council does not endorse specific vendors or products.

Individual federal procurements will not be discussed.
