Discussed Federal CIO Council decision to dissolve all Communities of Practice and reconstitute them as a subcommittee if they can justify their continuation.
Members unanimously agreed that logical place for group was to remain under CIO Council Best Practices Committee.  Members unanimously agreed to have officers revise the charter and schedule of events as needed to comply with revised CIO Council regulations, and to present the revisions for approval at the next meeting in July.  This will require explicitly restricting membership to Government staff, and stating objectives and agenda to tie more closely to the CFO Council Strategic Objectives.
Summarized highlights of OMB Q&A session on revisions to A-11 Exhibit 53 and Exhibit 300
Members discussed whether anyone had fleshed out the details as to how to get certified under the new Federal Acquisition Certification standard now asked about in OMB Exhibit 300.  No one knew of any agency that had yet developed the standards needed to implement this certification.  Agencies concerned about implications for OMB Watch List scoring. 

Jerry Harper, Dept. of Commerce, delivered presentation on Earned Value Management and Operational Analysis for monitoring cost/schedule and performance for DME and Steady State projects. 
Presentation was well received and led to good discussion.
