In our February meeting, we began a discussion on Interoperability at federal and regional levels.  
This meeting will be a continuation of that discussion, with Tony Hylton, Chief Information Officer, Cook County, Illinois, as our speaker. 

As the executive officer of the Bureau of Technology, Tony will discuss “Project Shield,” a countywide network being deployed in the second largest county in the United States.

Cook County operates a $3.12 billion annual budget. Tony leads the strategy and operations of the County’s air and ground technology infrastructure. The Bureau, comprising three major departments (Management Information Systems, Office Technology, and Central Services), is responsible for operation of the County’s voice and data networks, the shared service center, the print shop, and application support for most County agencies and departments.
