· Guest Speaker – Mr. Lewis (Lew) McIntyre, GRD, Inc., “Open Source Intelligence – Synergy and Serendipity”

This presentation will address Open Source Intelligence (OSINT) collection, drawing on the presenter’s experience in covering Somalia, Iraq, and Afghanistan.  It will address various methodologies, some common pitfalls, and techniques for developing information from “noisy” sources containing bias, propaganda, and outright disinformation.  Significant highlights will be developed:  a map of sniper positions in Bosnia developed in 1995, route and history of a suspicious freighter hijacked off Somalia in 2002, and warlords in Somalia. The relationship between open source and other intelligence methods will be discussed, for confirmation and cueing.
