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Abstract

SOA is a new paradigm for software engineering as well as re-engineering.  Businesses are keen to adopt SOA and are willing to make the investment based on the promise of the rewards of encapsulating business semantics within the service paradigm.  However, businesses just cannot stop, then wait while implementors install a brand new services system, and expect it to work: rather, the process is incremental, modular and staged.  The presenation will examine the practical stages of SOA from the point of view of real world cases of operationalization, from the aspect of incremental development and insertion, and from the perspective of business semantics mining and reengineering into a services layer.  All this, of course, must be done without the business itself ever stopping as a result of the SOA engineering activities. 
Overview

In this presentation, I will cover case studies using concrete examples hilit with demos to emphasize real-world methodologies and tools.  Each demo is 2 minutes and 30 seconds using actual tools that illustrate critical techniques for time-sensitive project deliverables using materials from the cases.  I will draw on the importance of business semantics and identify the aspects of Semantic SOA in particular.

Wireless (Semantic) SOA – new challenges in current work

The presentation goal is to stick with real world facts from actual efforts and to minimize theoretical speculations.  While the actual customer identities will remain unimportant, key examples showing real – world data sets, ontologies, architectures, designs and methods with lessons learned will be the key focus.

The value to the audience will be shared experience from the trenches, the things we thought would worked that worked, the things we thought would work that didn’t work and reasons.  The presentation is a personal sharing of work and not intended as a general solution of any kind.  Part of the work draws on some recent publications (SOA or SOS) and part of the work hilites new and current challenges with customers. I will connect my personal history in these endeavors to John Sowa, Paul Tarau and my Cutter Consortium colleagues (Ed Yourdon, James Odell and others).
