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Knowledge management speaks to what an organization does and how it does it -
working smarter rather than harder.  Enterprise architecture is the foundation
against which an organization works, including business, technical, application
and information architectures.  Semantic interoperability surfaces and tries to
resolve challenges that arise in a smarter, integrated working environment.
Meeting the semantic interoperability challenge involves taking on and solving
each SI problem one at a time, and integrating that solution into the enterprise
architecture.   High level use cases of SI problems and solutions will be
presented to illustrate the points.
