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Abstract : 

In Ontology Engineering the need for multiple ontologies arises from the same considerations as for software engineering: designing for reuse and designing with reuse. This talk will describe the importance of Ontology Architecture and the OARS Method for working from competency questions, domain analysis and exemplars to ontology partitions. We will show how TopBraid Composer supports multiple ontologies and projects, and techniques for re-factoring and re-using ontology constructs. The talk will use examples from current projects. Demonstrations will be given of the reuse of geospatial ontologies with Google Maps, Ontology Modeling and re-factoring with multiple ontologies.
