The Semantic Interoperability Community of Practice (SICoP) is established for the purpose of achieving "semantic interoperability" and "semantic data integration" focused on the government sector. The SICoP seeks to enable Semantic Interoperability, specifically the "operationalizing" of these technologies and approaches aimed at developing and disseminating best practices. The SICoP is a Special Interest Group (SIG) within the Knowledge Management Working Group (KMWG) sponsored by the Best Practices Committee of the Chief Information Officers Council,

b)
The Federal CIO Council is charged with acting as the “principal interagency forum for improving agency practices related to the design, acquisition, development, modernization, use, operation, sharing, and performance of Federal Government information resources.”

My thought is that we could take an aspect of the above to show how the Moresophy L4 toolset can be used to employ “content in context” in a setting that is applicable to interoperability and to best practices as defined/interpreted by PMI, IIBA and (in the near future) Business Process Management.
At the macro context level best practices come into play at the project level:

“Projects play an essential role in the growth and survival of organizations today. With the rapidly changing competitive business environment, projects are viewed as a means to manage change and achieve the strategies of the enterprise. Competitive advantage is now linked to an organization’s ability to rapidly deploy business solutions, to efficiently use technology to support business processes, and to adapt these solutions as the business need evolves. Projects must not only deliver high quality products faster, better, and cheaper (traditionally the responsibility of the project manager), they are also under intense scrutiny to positively impact the bottom line (increasingly, the joint responsibility of the project manager, project sponsor, and the Business Analyst).”
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As L4 is an approach to support organizations in gaining competitive and cost advantages through an intelligent, context-sensitive information supply within information-critical business initiatives we might consider the following thesis and see if we can show how context changes define appropriate best practice content.
“Why "Best Practices" Improve Efficiency
Inefficiency comes from disorganization. To gain efficiency, and get ROI in that effort, typically we must organize specifically to meet demand. Naturally, this organization (verb) will rely on distributing responsibility (accountability) and assignments (resource investments).

But in the context of managing value, "inefficiency" is often attacked at the wrong level. Operational inefficiency is important but the more significant issue is the efficiency of the relationship with the "customer". 

For a customer, the most valuable efficiency is about how consistently and readily events in the relationship are satisfying on demand, as opposed to how much there is a necessity for extra effort on the part of the customer if customer satisfaction is to be achieved.

This is efficiency in the same sense that we say a market is efficient: that is, where supply readily meets demand under terms that are economically favorable to both parties. In the matter of "best practices", supplier readiness is the focus.


So what exactly is "best" about best practices? 

1 - "Best" doesn't assume any perfect world of complexity. It is problem oriented. It directs an approach to solving and preventing problems.
For different kinds of problems, different practices are best.

2 - "Best" is not about execution under supervision; instead, it's about managing by plan.
It is not primarily about processes, but instead about what expectations of processes are most reasonable and why they are.

3 - Yet, "best" is not about promised outputs. Instead, it's about optimization that removes barriers
to availability and capacity.

It's about inputs, not outputs... environment, not results.
The punch line is that in the context of the customer relationship, operational "efficiency" is predominantly about the reliability (efficiency) that the customer finds in the relationship with the supplier, or else it doesn't matter.”

If the idea is “to organize and seek resources for multiple independent projects to mature and demonstrate the technologies to enable semantic interoperability amongst Domains, Communities of Interest (COI), or any independently developed systems,” then you might want to look at the L4 technology as a candidate type technology for the semantic network aspect of interoperability.
