Background
Enterprise Architecture (EA) is an essential practice within the Federal Government necessarily supported by commercial, and in some cases, custom developed EA products. These products are both consumers and sources of corporate information and today are proprietary in their meta-representation and information exchange. This limits the ability of these products to share information essential to supporting the operational enterprise architecture needs of agencies. 

Pilot Objective

The DRM will be piloted as a standard mechanism for information representation and exchange between EA vendor products (as a subset of potential sources of commercial and custom information repositories), proving its feasibility to enable integrating and sharing of EA and related information between commercial products and custom technology.

Pilot Implementation
Agilense EA WebModeler is currently supporting continuity of communications of government for the executive branch of which data sharing is an essential requirement, and for which significant interest exists in leveraging the DRM for the information representation and sharing needs of COOP. The Agilense EA WebModeler EA product will be used to ingest the DRM-XML Schema and/or DRM-OWL ontology providing a commercial implementation of a DRM EA repository. Selected other EA/Ontology tools will be identified for information exchange with EA WebModeler. The demonstration of information sharing will prove the value of the DRM as an integration/sharing technology for commercial EA products and other sources of information, and will also provide a proof case for utilization in supporting COOP.
Also

This pilot dovetails with the activity of the Ontology and Taxonomy Coordinating Working Group, NCOR and standards activities of the  at the Association of Enterprise Architects which have a similar mission.
