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Rick Webb is a Senior Scientist with the Department of Environmental Sciences at the University of Virginia, where he serves as Projects Coordinator of the Shenandoah Watershed Study and the Virginia Trout Stream Sensitivity Study, which are long-term research and monitoring programs focused on forested mountain watersheds in western Virginia (see http://swas.evsc.virginia.edu). Webb has contributed to multiple regional water quality assessments, including the Southern Appalachian Mountain Initiative and the Assessment of Air Quality and Related Values in Shenandoah National Park.  He has also contributed to reports to Congress on changes in surface water quality related to air pollution control programs, and he has served as an expert witness on the aquatic effects of acidic deposition in the central Appalachian region in civil actions brought by the U.S. EPA against non-compliant electrical generation facilities. He recently served on a National Academies committee studying the environmental impacts of commercial wind energy projects in the mid-Atlantic highlands. He has a number of publications concerning surface water response to acidic deposition in the region. Prior to his association with the University of Virginia, he worked with citizen’s groups and volunteer stream monitoring programs addressing the environmental effects of coal mining in West Virginia.
