Background: For data resource coordination and in support of the Federal Geospatial Data Center, a Shenandoah Valley-VA-WV-Mid-Atlantic Region Pilot Project has been set up by Mr. Brand. The Federal government has developed the Data Resource Model for coordination between agencies and seeks to have State and localities benefit from its work. To be usable, it has to scale to a resource level that local governments can utilize. Emphasis has been on Metropolitan Statistical Areas, and not non-metro or recently metro fringe areas, such as the Shenandoah Valley. There are collaboration tools in the Model that will support a variety of scientific and stakeholder collaborations.
