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National Association of Regional Councils' (NARC) Washington Policy Conference Environment Committee Presentation on DRM 2.0 Pilot for NARC & EPA Region 4

My presentation (see item 1 below) and demonstration (see item 2 below) was very well received and we will have a follow up conference call to invite NARC participation in building a major distributed XML Web Services Network using the SICoP DRM 2.0 Information Sharing Tool Kit and EPA Region 4 Data Architecture Work (see item 3 below). We will be inviting their participation in our February 21st Collaborative Expedition Workshop at which Brenda Smith (Co-chair of GeoCoP) will give the opening keynote (see item 4 below).

This will build on our experience with building a major distributed XML Web Services Network, first for FedStats with statistical data from the more than 3000 counties and 50+ state and territories (1999), for which I won two awards (Gore Hammer Award-2000, and Mark Forman and the Quad Council-2002), including the over 3000 LEPC’s (see item 5 below), continuing with the 400+ community indicators programs for NICS (National Infrastructure for Community Statistics) CoP (2005), and now for the 611 some regions used by NARC (2006). This work supplements and compliments that for the EPA-State National Environmental Information Network (NEIN) with its 45 some state nodes.
