SICoP Semantic Wikis and Information Management Working Group

Background:

Wikis have become very popular (c.f. Wikipedia) and useful in providing the Tsunami Wiki as "citizen media" during the recent Tsunami disaster. The notion of Semantic Wikis have also started to appear in the literature and the first international Workshop: From Wiki to Semantics is scheduled in June 2006. This conference defines a Semantic Wiki as a Wiki that has an underlying model of the knowledge described in its pages. Regular wikis have structured text and untyped hyperlinks. Semantic Wikis allow one to capture or identify further information about the pages (metadata) and their relations. Usually this knowledge model is available in a formal language, so that machines can (at least partially) process it. The technologies developed by the Semantic Web community build the basis for reasoning about the knowledge model. In particular, machines can calculate new facts (e.g. relations between pages) from the facts represented in the knowledge model.
