The SWRR is a national forum to share information and promote indicators and research for sustaining water and related resources.  SWRR is a working group of the Advisory Committee on Water Information (ACWI) that advises Federal Agencies. Participation in SWRR is open and intended to include a wide range of interests and views.   

This is a day and a half working meeting to engage with issues of water sustainability.   A draft agenda is attached showing the emphasis to be on Integrated Ecosystem Assessments and Integrated Indicators.     A registration form, directions and list of hotels is pasted in below the registration form. 

The SWRR is one of four Resource Roundtables; the others work on forests, rangelands, and minerals and energy.  The White House Council on Environmental Quality is creating a system to integrate environmental information and indicators from all four Roundtables contribute to that effort.  
  
In previous SWRR meetings, we discussed the research and information needed to promote water sustainability, heard many presentations from government, corporate and NGO viewpoints, identified categories of information important for improved decision-making at the federal, state, local and private levels, and formulated draft indicators of sustainable water resource use.    
Hundreds of people have participated in SWRR meetings.  Between meetings, a steering committee of about sixteen volunteers from government agencies and private organizations meets in subgroups and moves the work forward.
