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OVERVIEW
Kapow Technologies will present a demonstration in concert with SPAWAR to demonstrate real-world government information sharing in a SOA environment.  SPAWAR, a component of the U.S Navy is chartered with providing a dynamic SOA framework supporting on-demand needs from a wide variety of joint mission areas.  SPAWAR’s mission is to research and develop advanced capabilities for the collection, fusion, analysis and dissemination of Open Source Intelligence (OSINT) in support of Federal, State and Local Government entities.  In an effort to coordinate and collaborate with agencies at various levels, strategic alliances have been established with the South Carolina  National Guard, South Carolina Emergency Management Division, South Carolina  Law Enforcement Division, USJFCOM and USNORTHCOM.  The SOA framework is used by the DIA and other mission areas such as the National Guard.  Our demonstration of SPAWAR’s government information sharing tool is based off the National Guard’s demonstration of the framework at the Palmetto Coalition Warrior Interoperability Demonstration (CWID) 2006.  This will make up the major portion of our 30 minute live demonstration.

DEMO SCENARIO

SPAWAR, with the support of Kapow, will demonstrate how the National Guard used information sharing in a SOA environment with live data from multiple heterogeneous OSINT data sources.  Data sources are accessed using Kapow robots that continuously extract relevant data and expose data via web services.  Web services are ingested by several SOA components such as BPEL engines, WS registries, and metadata registries. SPAWAR’s front end portal is used to provide mission planners and decision makers with near real time updates on scenario developments, to include updated GIS products, shelter locations and contact info, hospital locations and contact info, real time traffic sensor data and links to real time traffic cameras to monitor evacuation progress.  The objective of this demonstration is to highlight technology that can be used to  quickly transform disparate data sources and turn them into structured repositories that can be easily integrated with today’s budding SOA initiatives.

Requirement: Internet connection to support a remote demonstration, power for a laptop, phone with speaker phone and amplifier so that off-site speakers can be heard in the conference hall from the phone.
