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Description:
As organizations gain comfort with the principles of service-orientation and begin adopting SOA for large-scale, mission-critical applications, they must invariably grapple with the traditional ‘ilities’—e.g. reliability, scalability, agility, etc. In this presentation we explore an emerging solution to these challenges—application fabric software. By providing a framework abstracts service instances from the infrastructure on which they run, fabric-based approaches are enabling high QoS for demanding tasks such as extreme volume data/transaction processing and “real-time” data analytics.
