Topic: Approaches for Runtime Governance of Net-Centric Systems 

Title: Bringing Visibility and Control to Net-Centric Systems 

According to a recent Gartner report, service oriented architecture (SOA) management tools MUST address the traditional “FCAPS” areas:  Fault, Configuration, Accounting, Performance and Security management.  Distributed and heterogeneous by nature, net-centric systems are very complex, bringing significant new challenges to security, management and monitoring—issues that must be addressed in order to reap the benefits of SOA. 

In his presentation Mr. Emerson, AmberPoint’s Vice President of Federal Business Operations, will review approaches for runtime governance of net-centric systems at federal agencies, and will highlight successful implementations at both commercial organizations and government agencies. 

Mr. Emerson will also discuss the vital role of policies in creating highly adaptive, loosely coupled systems. He will review the role of runtime governance at each phase of the SOA lifecycle—development, testing and production. Other topics include: 

·          End-to-end performance monitoring across the service network 

·          Service level management 

·          Exception handling 

·          Validating updates to services and policies
