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This session will review/evaluate metrics that NIST has developed, with the help of the Federal CIO Council, EA Task force, Subcommittee on Services and several Government Agencies and Contractors,. It will feature comments from agency and contractor personnel who have reviewed the proposed metrics with respect to a project they were involved in to determine if the proposed metrics could have helped alert them to potential problems.
