Abstract:
In the SOA environment, messaging exchanges are often discussed in terms of a single enterprise even though a benefit of SOA is its ability to cross ownership boundaries.  Within the context of the SOA for the E-Government conference, meaningful exchanges of information between Federal, regional, state, local, and tribal entities are critical.  Ownership boundaries include those for data, systems, policies, and other defined “jurisdictions”.  In addition to having messages for which we understand both formats (syntax) and meaning (semantics), crossing the boundaries must ensure access controls and security considerations are well understood and enforced.  
 
The Trans-enterprise Service Grid (TSG) is a messaging framework and infrastructure that enables this cross enterprise communications.  It leverages concepts identified with service choreography, including message packages that are self-contained, and receiver processing that follows predefined agreements on roles and responsibilities.  While they may interact with systems providing orchestration, the TSG enables information exchange between entities over which there is no single governance or management authority.
 
This presentation will expand on the choreography concepts and how TSG incorporates these to create an effective and reconfigurable collaboration to address evolving emergency situations.
