The USAspending.gov Requirements Community Wiki provides citizens with the ability to comment on and create new requirements for the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) application.  The Wiki pages contain requirements based on category.  Requirements that are legislatively mandated are linked to each page.

At the Requirements Community Wiki, you can choose to:

1) Read all comments and all versions  - in both the wiki and discussion forum. 
2) Add your comments on the wiki - First, establish a user name so you can edit each page. Save your comments and the changes will show instantly. All previous versions are viewable by time, date, and user name. 
3) Add your comments in the public discussion forum – Subscribe to the discussion forum in order to add your comments and participate in the dialogue. The discussion forum is publicly archived.  Remove all personal signature block information from email messages that you don’t want publicly archived.
Only the characters in your email address before the "@" sign will be viewable in the public archive.  For example: John.Smith@XXXXX.XXX
