a. Conducted September 24,2001 briefing on the Expedition workshop series to the Social, Economic and Workforce (SEW) Committee of the President's Information Technology Advisory Committee (PITAC) 
b. Briefing at the Oct.22 agenda setting workshop of the Human –Computer Interface and Information Management Coordinating Group
