Areas of Interoperability problems need to identified for pragmatic guide – S. Hufnagel
Example: In healthcare there is an executive order for National Interoperability Standards, plus Security Requirements.  How do you create worldwide services if you do not have interoperability with these standards?
Comment : The PGFSOA has an aggressive timeline – agreed
The PGFSOA should include a readiness model and a maturity model – S. Else
Explain dependencies, a precursor to this would be what standard of the maturity model should be recommended for the Federal Government.

The PGFSOA should define SOA “What is SOA? How it relates to FEA compliancy? What are the interoperability issues for the Intel Community?  DNI developed policy for FEA…are their policies for SOA? P. Shelton
How does SOA link to the Reference Model?

How does SOA link to EA at Large in the Federal Space because you have different reference models?    S. Else

Where are the mandates for SOA?  Are there any?

E-GOV, Lines of Business and FTF drives SOA.  D. Mayo

How can SOA help an agency gain compliance if you take the healthcare and Intel scenarios?  S. Else

Should the PGFSOA have a survey assessment for an agency to determine where they are?  P.Carpenter

Should PGFSOA identify:  “What the barriers are, what are the critical success factors, What do you do if you identify a service that needs to be shared, How do you go about it?”
PGFSOA should address “What can be done to deal with legacy applications?”  “Can we get benefit from SOA for Legacy apps?” Benefits go beyond old systems, how about ERP?

PGFSOA should reinforce that SOA is evolutionary

PGFSOA should help find devices that are low hanging fruit…clearly identified services.  S. Else

PGFSOA should have a domain guide for Federal.  For example, at the Secretary level what would be specific to each secretary that would allow interoperability between agencies?  DOD Single Sign on.  S. Hufnagle
