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Expectations for the evaluation of research, technology and development (RTD) programs are high in the United States, Europe, and Australasia.  The state of the art has moved a bit in the past ten years.  A glimpse at a few cutting edge frameworks and methods will be provided from presentations at the 2007 American Evaluation Conference.  However, the agenda set out at a NSF-sponsored workshop in 2001 and echoed in similar forums since, still holds.  RTD Evaluation needs better networks and training, better data and methods, and some more effective communication channels with the users of evaluation findings.   
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
