Project 20-90, “Improving Management of Transportation Information”  

· New RFP has been issued. Proposals due November 2, 2010.

· Funding is $350,000, and project is expected to begin in March, 2011.

· Panel members include Jane, Karen Perrin (Illinois DOT), Rita Evans (UC-Berkeley), and Amanda Wilson and Lisa Loyo as advisory members.  NCHRP program officer for the study is Andrew Lemer.
· Project scope is broad and includes developing guidance document identifying current practices and recommending best practices of information management used by DOTs.
Project 20-89, “Intellectual Property Stewardship Guide for Transportation Departments”
· Lynn is a panel member.
· Scope: develop a guide on effective stewardship of intellectual property for public transportation agencies--how to handle IP issues “smarter” (Dave Huft, panel chair)
