	The key problem is that managers may assess an agency to be operating at a level that may not reflect its true maturity.  The GIMM creates the potential for an agency to be found successful in addressing one factor but deficient in addressing another factor within the same level.  This inhibits the agency from advancing to the next level. The problem is that there are too many evaluation factors within each level.  The consequence is that agencies will be reluctant to use this devise.  
	The model needs to be flattened.  Either reduce the number of evaluation factors contained within each level of the model, or add more levels to accommodate all of the factors in a flatter structure.

	Section 5.1.2.2 –line 1547
	The report says that data should be organized by location.  
	Organize data by spatial reference (datum, projected coordinate system, and extent) within the context of the location.  

	Section 6 – lines 1775, and 1808 – 1814
	The definitions for business component systems and business components are nebulous.  Refining these definitions may prove to be a lengthy process.  
	Agencies should be allowed to advertise distributed components without concern for what categories of business components they fall into.  An FEA advisory committee can group these distributed components into clearly defined business components over time.

	Section 6 - lines 1778-1790, and 1795-1799
	It’s confusing to adapt the proposed geospatial SRM to the FEA SRM that is ill-suited to accommodate it.  
	Why not change the FEA SRM following the process identified in the previous comment?

	Section 6.2.1.2 – lines 1855 – 1858
	Users may be confused as to the function a service component performs and what interfaces it supports, if it is represented in multiple categories.
