KOS = Knowledge Organization System (thesaurus, classification, taxonomy, ontology)
The template for KOS / KOS projects has been revised using the NKOS Dublin-Core-based template as a starting point.  Items not in the NKOS template are marked with *.  This template can be found at http://staff.oclc.org/~vizine/NKOS/Thesaurus_Registry_version3_rev.htm; it is also attached to the email message.  The NKOS template has explanations for the data elements.  Values for KOS type are found in http://nkos.slis.kent.edu/KOS_taxonomy.htm (also attached to the email).
The order of the data fields mainly follows the NKOS template, pushing some important data fields, such as agency priority supported, toward the end.

The database design has two main tables, for KOS and for use cases.  The links between KOS need to be stored in a separate table because this is a many-to-many relationship.  KOS subject also may warrant its own table to allow for multiple subjects.  This could be the same table as for the use cases (if we choose IDs such that they do not conflict)
We need Web input forms for both KOS and use cases.  The uses cases form will also be used for people making requests for KOS for use with their systems.  For this purpose we may need a simplified input form
Further note: When a KOS or use case id first entered, not all the information may be available.  Just enter the information available; more information can be added later when it becomes easily available or when a use case gets investigated in more detail.
