1. Government-wide improvement communities
How could Federal Web Content Managers use mapping tools to better understand tasks the public would like to complete? How could they learn “federated” approaches across agencies with regard to how information is presented?  For example, moving beyond compilation of lists of links to make the public resources more valuable.
2. Formal federal committees 
How could committees (i.e. Federal Advisory Committees) benefit in the future? Easier start-up?  Easier access to relevant documents?  Better documentation of process (including visual analysis)? Reduced travel requirements? - Basically less time "rigging the ship" and more time spent creatively focusing on the issues. 
3. Informal communities from many settings building trust and creating agreements to share data and tools 
Shouldn't it be easier in the future for community-based development activities to "find and hold" to their central purposes while drawing from the best local, national, and global data and findings? 4. Formal sharing across multiple permanent and evolving collections – potential NARA scenario 

NARA preserves records of the entire U.S. Government and consequently deals with very diverse demands, which drive them towards a least common denominator approach to discovery and access.  This is likely to be less than optimal for any designated user community.  
a. Brokers? To offset this situation, perhaps other entities could act as 'brokers' for access to NARA holdings.  For example, university libraries might create virtual collections on subjects relevant to research or coursework in their institutions, perhaps combining some of their own digital assets with links to materials preserved by NARA and others.  Such links should be dynamic so that, when NARA acquires new relevant materials they are automatically added to the appropriate digital collections.  The mapping between a subject-focused collection and NARA holdings could be very complex, because following archival principles, NARA organizes records according to their provenance.  
b. Portable Digital Collections with Individual and/ or Community Stewards? - Along the same spectrum, but further along is the concept of portable digital collection, as articulated by Bob Wilensky.  In this scenario, the collection is defined by an individual user, or group of users, according to their own interests irrespective of the location or administration of the repositories where the digital objects of the collection are stored.  Such collections should be portable in that the users should be able to access them from anywhere on the Internet.
